assistant coaching staff

OFFENSE
Off Coordinator/WR: Nolan Cromwell, 2nd year
Cromwell enters his 2nd season at A&M and LY it doubled as 
his 1st coaching duty at the college level. He spent the previ-
ous 9 years as the WR coach for the Seattle Seahawks. Prior 
to that Cromwell served as the WR coach (‘98) and ST coach 
(1992-’97) with the Green Bay Packers. He played his entire 
11-yr NFL career with the Rams (1st coaching assignment in 
‘91) after playing as a DB/QB at Kansas.  
Quarterbacks: Tom Rossley, 2nd year
Rossley begins his 2nd ssn at A&M after serving as the OC for 
the NFL Packers from 2004-’06  & OC/QB coach from 2000-’03. 
He also served in the NFL with the Chiefs (QB coach), Bears 
(TE coach) & Falcons (QB coach). Rossley was the OC at 
SMU in ‘88 & ‘89 and later was the HC from 1991-’96 for the 
Mustangs (15-48-3). He has been coaching S’76 with stops at 
Rice, Cincinnati, Holy Cross, AFL, USFL & CFL.  
Running Backs: Randy Jordan, 2nd year
Jordan enters his 2nd ssn at A&M after serving as the RB cch 
at Neb the last 4 yrs. He began his coaching career as a ST 
asst with the NFL’s Raiders in ‘03. Jordan played 9 yrs in the 
NFL at RB with the LA Raiders & Jaguars after earning 3 letters 
at NC under Mack Brown. 
Tight Ends/Special Teams: Kirk Doll, 8th year
Doll is in his 2nd stint with A&M after working with LB/ST for 
the NFL’s Broncos from 2004-’06. He served 2 ssns (‘02 & 
‘03) as the asst HC/LB cch with LSU and before coaching the 
Tigers was at ND from 1994-’01 pulling the same duties. Doll 
1st coached at A&M from 1988-’93 helping with the “Wrecking 
Crew”. He has also coached at Wichita St, ISU, Arizona St & 
in the HS ranks. 
Offensive Line: Jim Turner, 2nd year
Prior to A&M, Turner spent the ‘07 ssn as the BC OL cch. He 
served the same duties at Delaware in ‘05-‘06 and again at 
Temple in ‘03-‘04. Turner also made stops at Harvard (2000-
’02), Louisiana Tech (‘99) & Northeastern (1998-’94) working 
with the OL. He was a 3-yr letterman for BC and after began 
his coaching career in the HS ranks and overseas in London. 
Turner is a former Marine Officer who served in Europe, the 
Middle East & Japan.

DEFENSE
Asst HC/Def Coordinator/LB: Joe Kines, 2nd year
Kines enters his 2nd season at A&M after serving 4 years 
(2003-’06) as the Alabama asst HC/DC/LB coach. He was the 
interim HC for the ‘06 bowl. Kines’ college resume includes 
stops at ‘Bama, Florida St, Georgia, Arkansas, Florida, Clem-
son & Jacksonville St. He was the LB coach for the NFL’s 
Buccaneers from 1987-’90.  In 1992 Kines, one game into 
the season, took over as Arkansas’ interim HC (3-6-1, HC 
career 3-7-1). He was a 3-yr letterman at Jacksonville St 
from 1963-’65.  
Defensive Line: Buddy Wyatt, 5th year
Wyatt has 17 yrs of coaching experience under his belt. He 
is in his 2nd stint with A&M after one year at Nebraska were 
he served as the DL coach. He was the Alabama DL coach 
from 2003-’06. Prior to ‘Bama, Wyatt had his 1st stint with 
A&M from 2000-’02 (DL cch) and has also made stops at 
Minnesota, Okla St & Colorado. Wyatt was a 4-yr letterman 
on the DL for TCU from 1986-’89. 
Co-Defensive Backs: Van Malone, 4th year
Malone enters his 4th year at A&M and is the only holdover from 
the Franchione staff. After being hired at Arizona St he made a 
quick change and joined the A&M staff in 2006. He spent 2005 
at North Texas as the DB’s coach and 2004 as the CB/ST coach 
at WM. Malone was the WR’s coach at N Dakota St in 2003 
after coaching in the HS ranks from 1999-’02. He was an AA 
DB at Texas and played in the NFL from 1994-’98 for the Lions 
and Cardinals. 
Co-Defensive Backs: Charles McMillian, 2nd year
McMillian has been a DB coach the past 14 yrs on the college 
level. Prior to A&M, he most recently worked with corners at 
TCU from 2004-’07, Indiana in ‘02 &’03 and with Cincinnati in 
2001. He also made stops at Navy (twice), Boise St and Utah 
St where he was also a 2x Captain for the Aggies in ‘91 & ‘92. 
He will overlook the entire secondary here, but concentrating 
on the CB’s.
