
Texas Tech 49 SMU 9 - Sun ESPN. TT went 51/10pl for a TD. SMU ret’d the KO 46 yds and 9 plays later settled for a 36 yd FG, 7-3. TT went 
95/8pl for a TD. After another exchange of punts, SMU went 62/11pl for a 35 yd FG with 5:59 left in the half, 14-6. TT went 88/13pl and on 
2&gl from the 1 got a TD pass with :02 left, 21-6. TT went 63/5pl for a TD. After an int TT went 67/7pl for aTD and led 35-6 after 3Q’s. SMU 
fmbl’d at the TT11 after a 63 yd drive and TT ret’d it 67 yds to the SMU11. Five plays later TT added a TD, 42-6. SMU went 8 plays for a 37 
yd FG & TT went 74/10pl with backup QB Potts but was SOD at the 1. SMU was int’d and TT went 35/6pl for a TD with 2:02 left.
TEXAS TECH 45 Utep 31 - UTEP played a great game. TT took its first drive 54/7pl for a TD but UTEP went 75/13pl for a TD and after rec’ing 
a fmbl, 2 plays later got a 41 yd TD pass, 14-7. After another FR they went 43/6pl for a TD to lead 21-7. TT went on a 13pl and UTEP a 12pl 
drive for TD’s, 28-14. TT got a 45 yd FG on the final play of the half, 28-17. TT opened the 3Q with a 79/11pl, 79/8pl, 80/9pl and 80/7pl drives 
for TD’s while UTEP only answered with a 10pl drive for a 25 yd FG and TT stormed to a 45-31 lead. UTEP had a 1&gl at the 2 but fmbl’d 
(2:48) then roughed the P four plays later and TT ran out the clock.
Texas Tech 59 RICE 24 -TT led 14-0 but Rice battled back with 13 & 14 pl drives but they settled for a 25 yd FG and on 4&2 got a 12 yd TD 
pass to make it 14-10. After each team got a TD it was 21-17. Tech then went 76/3pl for a TD and after a fmbl went 35/7pl for a TD and led 
35-17 at the half with a 362-220 yd edge. Rice faked a punt on its own 25 and was SOD. TT went 27/6pl and after an int went 31/5pl for TD’s 
to extend it to 49-17. After 3 TO’s and 2 punts, TT went 46/3pl for a TD, 56-17. Each team went on late TD drives.
OKLAHOMA ST 49 Texas Tech 45 - Each tm scored TD’s on 4 of their first 5 drives. TT then drove 86/10pl for a TD with :15 left in the 1H, 
35-28 with a 437-337 yd edge. OSU was SOD at the TT39 & TT fmbl’d at the OSU30. OSU missed a 43 yd FG & TT was SOD at the OSU32. 
OSU went 68/11pl for a TD, 35-35 after 3Q’s. TT missed a 51 yd FG & OSU got its 1st punt of gm. TT fmbl’d at its own 38 & OSU took lead 
with a 33 yd WR TD pass, 42-35. TT went 56/3pl for a TD, 42-42. OSU was SOD at the TT40. TT went 12pl for a 20 yd FG, 45-42 (4:49). OSU 
punted on 4&14 with 2:44 left but was forced to punt with 1:49 left. A short pass went 54 yds for a TD to TE Petigrew, 49-45 (1:37). Harrell’s 
4&8 pass went off Crabtree’s hands in the EZ with :19 left. Harrell had the 4th best passing gm in college FB history with 646 yds and OSU 
set a school rec with 3 RB’s all topping 100 yds.
TEXAS TECH 75 Northwestern St 7 - TT scored TD’s on its first 2 poss but was SOD at the NS25. NS drove 75/6pl for a TD on the first play 
of the 2Q, 14-7. TT led 38-7 with a 297-129 yd edge at the half. Up 52-7 after its first two 3Q drives, backup QB Potts led 3 more TD drives.
TEXAS TECH 42 Iowa St 17 - This one was dominated by TT who led 28-3 at the half TT (265-84 yd edge). TT increased it to 42-3 with 9:24 
left in the gm then pulled its starters. ISU went 80/11pl and after an int went 49/5pl for a pair of garbage TD’s to make the final respectable.
TEXAS TECH 35 Texas A&M 7 - A&M led 7-0 after the 1Q driving 73/10pl but missed a 41 yd FG. TT went 76/9pl & 49/6pl on its first two 
2Q poss to lead 14-7. A&M went 64/15pl but Szymanski missed his 2nd FG, this one from 34 yds with 1:21 left. TT went 80/6pl for a TD and 
despite only having a 269-223 yd edge led 21-7. After 3 punts to open the 3Q, A&M bobbled an int that would have gone for a TD that turned 
into a 3&12 completion for a FD. TT went on a 76/13pl drive but missed a 22 yd FG. TT then went 83/12pl & 72/5pl for TD’s, 35-7. A&M was 
SOD at the TT8 with 1:32 left. 
MISSOURI 41 Texas Tech 10 - At the half TT had a 247-195 yd edge & trailed 17-10. TT opened the 3Q with a 12pl drive but was SOD & 
MU drove 61/8pl for a TD. TT went 37/9pl but was SOD at the MU23. MU went 76/13pl for a TD. They lost 13 yds & TT punted on 4&43 and 
MU got a 57 yd TD pass 2 plays later, 38-10. TT had a pass tipped and int’d at the MU45 and MU drove for a 39 yd FG, 41-10. 
Colorado 31 TEXAS TECH 26 - CU ran ball 44 times for 217 yds. CU lead 14-0. TT was int’d on the next play and ret’d 30 yd to the 20 but CU 
conv on 4&2 to 10 then missed 25 yd FG. TT went 67/12pl & 38/7pl for FG’s, 14-6. At the half TT had a 195-194 yd edge. CU went 47/11pl 
for a 44 yd FG but then got a 42 yd IR TD, 24-6. TT went 80/5pl with a 31 yd TD pass, 24-13. CU went 75/13pl for a TD, 31-13. TT went 71/9pl 
and a 19 yd TD pass made it 31-19. TT was int’d at the CU26 and int’d at its own 44 on the next 2 poss. TT went 80/17pl for a 4&gl, 7 yd TD 
pass with 2:08 left, 31-26 but CU rec’d onside kick.
Texas Tech 38 BAYLOR 7 - Tech led 24-0. TT went 80/10pl & 66/8pl for TD’s to lead 38-0 after 3Q’s. TT went 38/7pl but fmbl’d into the EZ 
for a TB (5:42 left) and BU got an 80/13pl drive for a garbage TD with (:49).
TEXAS 59 Texas Tech 43 - UT led 28-10 (8:26 2Q). TT went 63/5pl for a TD then 71/10pl for a 37 yd FG, 28-20. UT went 72/17pl for a TD 
to open the 3Q, 35-20. TT went 57/11pl and had a TD called back on a hold then on 4&14 fired incomplete. UT went on a 16 play drive for a 
25 yd FG, 38-20. After kick/catch interference, TT started at the UT39. Two plays later they got a TD, 38-28. Each team got a TD, 45-35. UT 
rec’d the onside kick and on 3&5 got a 34 yd TD pass, 52-35. Both exchanged TD’s.
TEXAS TECH 34 Oklahoma 27 - OU got a 63 yd IR TD on its opening series but then the play of the game happened when Bradford tkl’d 
Williams after a fmbl and suffered a concussion. TT would get a 51 yd FG and then drove 55/12pl for a 38 yd FG, 7-6. Bradford played 2 more 
poss and OU did not move and Crabtree’s 60 yd pass to the 1 set up TT for a TD, 13-7. OU was SOD on 3&1 when Halzle tripped over the 
C and TT went 66/10pl & 65/10pl for TD’s, 27-7. TT went 44/8pl but fmbl’d at the 40. OU went 58/12pl but settled for a 20 yd FG after a 1&gl 
at the 4 they trailed 27-10 at the half. TT did have a 312-112 yd edge. OU faked a punt on 4&1 at its own 22 and a bad snap had TT start at 
the 34. Five plays later they had a TD, 34-10. OU went 44/10pl for a 33 yd FG, 34-13. TT went 26/10pl but a 51 yd FG hit the upright. OU was 
int’d and ret’d 16 yds to the 6 but TT was int’d on the next play. Two poss later, OU went 91/7pl and on 3&13 got a 65 yd TD pass with 7:50 
left, 34-20. OU went 48/7pl and got a TD pass on 4&gl at the 7. Amazingly the ref ruled it incomplete, even though replay showed one foot 
was down and it was a catch. OU was SOD at the TT14 (3:10) and then went 56/3pl for a TD with :31 left but TT rec’d the onside kick.
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
